If you’re approved to participate in an in-country 
Semester Exchange or Short Term program, delivered 
by one of UniSA’s established Learning Abroad 
partners, you’ll automatically be considered for a 
UniSA International Travel Grant.

International student scholarships

If you’re an international student, we can help support 
your studies at UniSA. Examples:

Vice Chancellor’s International  
Excellence Scholarship
Recipients receive a 50% reduction in their student 
contributions (tuition fees) for the duration of their 
degree, or for up to a maximum of four years of  
full-time study.

International Merit Scholarship
Recipients receive a 15% reduction in their student 
contributions (tuition fees) for the duration of their 
chosen degree.

Refugee students 

As a refugee student, we can help to reduce your 
costs of studying through a range of cash grants. 
Examples:

If you’re an elite athlete, we can provide financial 
support for your studies, along with national and 
international events and competitions.
