Learning at UniSA involves a mix of online and face-to-face teaching, watching recordings and live interactive activities. To introduce these different teaching styles to you, this course incorporates many different session types to give you an authentic experience as to what your week to week might be like once you start your degree. As part of this course, we will also provide guidance on setting up successful study strategies from the beginning to ensure you are best placed to succeed in your studies.

Activities:
· Lecture (on campus). Staff member presents content with Q&A at the end. Students practice writing study notes on what is discussed.
· Self-paced lecture recordings (online): Students watch lecture recordings in their own time. Students will need to plan their time, take notes, and reflect on the content so that they are ready for the interactive review lectorial. There will be some practice quizzes to help you to check what you understood and what needs some more revision.
· Lectorial (online): LIVE online session with a staff member, who provides a structured, interactive session to help you to understand the recorded lecture content more deeply. This is similar to an online practical or tutorial activity. The expectation is that students will prepare for this by watching the relevant lectures and making their own notes/preparing questions. 
· Check in and Q&A session: A special ScienceReady activity to reflect on how you are organising your time, and tips or tricks you have found to help you keep on track, any traps you have discovered you need to be aware of that might derail you.
· Hands-on Laboratory Activities (on campus): Students participate in hands on activities whilst completing a practical booklet. This will be similar to the practicals you might complete as part of your undergraduate course.
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
